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Power Returns to
Nashville Airport

As of 12:36 am on Sunday, March 24™,
power has returned to the airport. But
officials say that the facility is not out of
the woods yet. The raised tensions caused
by the flight delays and cancellations have
put citizens camped out at the airport on
edge.
