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Woman Dies from 
Exposure to Storm

It is believed that Elaine Calfry slipped
and fell  on Friday around 4:30pm in the
Gulch.  She lay in the parking lot of Sta-
tion Inn, and we know that as she cried
for help,  many local  residents heard her.
From  4:30pm  to  10:30pm,  Metro  Police
recorded over two dozen noise complaints
made  by  the  residents  of  the  high  rent
Icon  and  Velocity  apartment  complexes.
One caller noted that she had thrown "sev-
eral wine glasses out the [expletive] win-
dow to [shut that] cow up."

For  six  hours,  Mrs.  Calfry  lay  in the
freezing rain, her cries slowly diminishing
over time.  Afer 10:30pm, there were no
witnesses who reported her shouting for
help.

At 1:38am, a homeless man, James Re-
gent, found the body of Elaine Calfry, her
spine broken by the slip  on ice,  and her
mouth  open  to  the  sky,  plugged  with  a
baseball sized chunk of ice that had gath-
ered as freezing rain flled her lungs.  

Atempts to  remove her  body,  frozen
into the ground, were unsuccessful until a
forklif was obtained at 7:15am and her re-
mains were removed in three large pieces,
along with large divots of frozen dirt and
asphalt.

At this time, police have no intention
of prosecuting any witnesses who ignored
her cries for help.

Tree weeks ago, sixteen year old Rene
Olive was bit by a medium sized dog while
her family was stopped at a rest stop on
I-24  between  Clarksville  and  Nashville.
She was brought to Acorn Medical care for
emergency treatment,.

Police have not been able to determine
where  the  shooting  happened,  who  the
shooter  is,  or  why the  victim  was  shot.
