It  seems  Vex  Vandal,  local  rockstar,
isn't yet done with performances that put
Nashville's  music  industry  on  it's  head.
Tuesday evening,  after  a  performance  at
the  Ascend  Amphitheater  on  the  river
front, he led the attendees, with more peo-
ple joining on the way, down Demonbreun
Street, as part of his encore performance.
He sang three new songs from his new al-
bum,  including  the  highly  popular,  best
selling single Immortals.

“Music is at the heart of this city, and a
tragedy like this hurts the people of Nash-
ville  in  many  ways,”  said  Mayor  Megan
Barry  at  a  public  function  honoring  the
victims of the tragedy.

“It  is  the  hope  of  all  public  agencies
that  we  can work together  to  make  our
public spaces safe,” said Tom Roy, a spokes
person for the TVA.
