While  psychological  issues  such  as
anxiety have been a growing issue nation-
ally, Nashville doctors say there has been a
sudden  surge  of  specific  issues  such  as
missing time,  constructed memories,  and
most  alarmingly,  altered  personalities.
Many individuals have been found claim-
ing to be their own ancestors or giving the
names of people long dead.

Psychology Today notes that, “modern
technology  has  provided  some  entirely
new  sources  of  anxiety  for  the  present
generations. These include 24-hour perpet-
ual  connectivity,  the  need  to  multitask
across a range of different activities,  and
regular  increasingly  emotive  news  alerts
and  doomsday  scenarios.  Very  soon  al-
most every appliance in our houses will be
connected to the Internet, fueling fears of
identity  theft,  data  hacking,  phishing,
grooming and trolling.”

This does little to explain the sudden
rise in very specific problems, say local ex-
perts.

“What  we  are  seeing  is  a  seemingly
overnight appearance of large numbers of
people  with  missing  time  and  memories
that  contradict  what  their  families  know
to be true.   This comes at a time of a ris-
ing trend of altered personalities,” said Dr.
Umbrose Pierce, at St. Thomas Hospital.

The  unanticipated  announcement  oc-
curred Friday, with initial construction be-
ginning Saturday.  The ownership is a cor-
porate  consortium  with  an  operating
name of Starfall Amalgamated. 

No  representative  was  available  at
press time.

Buildings Officially 
Declared Destroyed

Two major buildings were declared by
Metro  engineers  to  be  complete  losses
after leaking fuel  from a United  Nations
military  jet  set  them  ablaze.   The  jet
crashed into the Cumberland at the south-
west corner of Nissan Stadium property.

The two buildings, located at 226 and
221 Third Avenue North, collapsed into a
void  below ground  that  appears  to  be  a
natural cavern.

Gary Nivens,  an engineer in  the em-
ploy of  the  city  of  Nashville,  spoke at  a
presser Thursday.

“We will be beginning a survey of the
cave system this  month to verify  that  it
does not threaten any other buildings in
the downtown area.  It is unlikely to pose
a  risk,  as  underground  structures  like
these near a river tend to be small and full
of water,  which makes them stable,”  said
Nivens.
